(Washington, D.C.) Today, there are four action items before the Commission. The matters are:

1. Formal Case No. 1151, In the Matter of the Impact of the Tax Cuts and Jobs Act of 2017 on the Existing
Distribution Service Rates and Charges for Potomac Electric Power Company and Washington Gas Light
Company. This Order admits into the record in this proceeding the Responses to Commission Staff Data
Requests of Washington Gas Light Company as described in this Order.

2. Formal Case No. 1150, In the Matter of the Application of Potomac Electric Power Company for Authority
to Increase Existing Retail Rates and Charges for Electric Distribution Service and Formal Case No. 1151,
In the Matter of the Impact of the Tax Cuts and Jobs Act of 2017 on the Existing Distribution Service Rates
and Charges for Potomac Electric Power Company and Washington Gas Light Company. This Order grants
the Motion to Stipulate to the Admission of Written Testimony and Exhibits into the Record filed by the
Potomac Electric Power Company on June 1, 2018. The Commission also admits into the record several
responses to Commission Staff Data Requests as described in this Order.

3. PEPRADR 2018-01, In the Matter of Potomac Electric Power Company’s Residential Aid Discount
Compliance Reports and Filings. This Notice of Final Tariff (“Notice”) approves the Potomac Electric Power
Company’s (“Pepco”) Rider Residential Aid Discount Surcharge. Pepco’s Rider Update is effective upon
publication of this Notice in the D.C. Register.

4. GT2017-02, In the Matter of the Application of Washington Gas Light Company for Authority to add Rate
Schedule No. 7 and Formal Case No. 1137, In the Matter of the Application of Washington Gas Light
Company for Authority to Increase Existing Rates and Charges for Gas Service. This Notice of Final Tariff
(“Notice”) approves Washington Gas Light Company’s High Load Factor Rate Proposal for Combined Heat
and Power and Distributed Generation facilities in the District of Columbia (“High Load Factor Rate Tariff”).
The High Load Factor Rate Tariff will become effective upon publication of this Notice in the D.C. Register.
